Notes of meeting taken by W.P.A.

· Committee Resignations

Angie Gutowski (DS&E) suggested it may be better to begin advertising for all positions due on June 30th now, rather than try to fill internal positions caused by the resignation of Mr. Pinzini and Mr. Atkins.

· The Summer

Summer has been good and the camping ground has been well utilized and there have been no major incidents.

· Management Plan

Over the next 12 months the DS&E will have to decide whether to commence a new management plan or update the old one from 2001

· Playground Equipment in Camping Ground

WFCM are aware the equipment needs replacing and they have chosen the shire consultant to recommend what is needed. Photographs have been taken and the consultant is expected to make a recommendation to the WFCM in the near future.

· The Removal

WFCM has removed all the trees recommended by the WFCM arborist. DS&E have their own arborist who recommends removal of four additional trees but haven’t made any recommendations as yet to the WFCM. DS&E are dragging the chain on the issue.

· Boat Ramp (option 3(a))

The following deadlines were agreed to by the WFCM.
· Consultants detailed final report on all aspects of the project to be received within 6 months (September 2007)

· The small scale rock removal at the “Bluff”, Walkerville North, Waratah Street and the camping ground area to be completed by December 2007 using a “Cato”. This is regardless of whether other associated works are commenced or not.
· Walkways onto beach at camping grounds.

This issue was raised at a WPA meeting. Allan Duray (Ranger) said a builder was quoting the work which should be commenced in the near future.
· Speeding in Parks

Still a dilemma and not isolated to Walkerville only. Suggested strategies of improved signage to be examined.

· Toilet Block at Walkerville South

Shire of South Gippsland have rejected requests from both the foreshore committee and the WPPA for funding support for the refurbishment of the toilets which everyone at the meeting agreed to upgrade.

All groups at Walkerville will work together to make further requests to the shire to remind them of their responsibilities and there lack of financial support for Walkerville progress in general over the last 10 years. The shire seem to be more forth coming with funds for projects at Tarwin, Venus Bay or Inverloch than they are at Walkerville.

Shortage of water is an ongoing problem for these toilets which are fed by an adjacent dam. Solutions to the problem could be either to run a pressurised polypipe from Walkerville North or firstly to try enlarging the dam and getting a pipe through the dam wall instead of a syphon. 

The target deadline for refurbishing the toilets at Walkerville South was agreed at the meeting to be December 2007.

· Future WFCM meetings

Chairman Mr. Bill Bray suggested meetings should be held on Friday nights every 2 months and a meeting calendar would be forwarded to all relevant groups at Walkerville.
